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Monument of Nagaya Kiyata The First Mayor of Waokayama City
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This monument was built in 1899 for the first mayor of Wakayama City, Nagaya
Kiyata. The title was written by Tokugawa Mochitsugu, the last feudal lord of
the Kishu Domain that ruled Wakayama in the Edo period.

Nagaya Kiyata was born in a samurai family of the Kishu Domain. He was well
experienced as a soldier. He joined the army many times such as during the
domestic conflict in the country at the end of the Edo Era and the [877 Satsuma
Rebellion, the biggest domestic conflict during Meiji Era. He was the first
mayor of Waokayama City from 1889 to 1897, the year he passed away.
