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Food Safety for the Summer

The summer season often involves bentos and

barbecues! Use the following points to prepare your

meals safely:
[Bento Preparation]

» Before cooking, wash your hands thoroughly and
prepare clean cooking utensils.

* Prepare side dishes on the day of consumption
and ensure they are thoroughly heated. Using
plastic wrap when making onigiri helps protect
from bacteria.

» Let rice and side dishes properly cool before
packing, and drain excess moisture.

» Store in a cool place when possible and consume
promptly. When carrying for a long time, use ice
packs or coolers.

[Barbecue Tips]

* Properly chill ingredients in a cooler box with ice
packs.

» Wash hands thoroughly before cooking or eating. If
there is no running water, use wet wipes.

» Use separate cutting boards for raw and cooked
foods.

* Ensure raw meat is thoroughly cooked.

» Use separate utensils (such as tongs) for handling
raw meat and for serving.
