On March 31, 1960, Wakayama City
established a viewpoint, upon which the
Japan Coast Guard constructed Saikazaki
Lighthouse. The light house offers a
magnificent sprawling view of the Kii
Channel and islands such as Futagojima.

On clear days, you can even see Awaji
Island and Shikoku in the distance.

TTILITITrr Promenade

Located on the former site of Saikazaki
Elementary School, this park has a delightful
view of Saikazaki's charming streets and
fishing port.

Reminiscent of the Amalfi coast in Italy,
Saikazaki has been stage to actual cultural
exchanges with the Italian city.

As a symbol of mutual friendship between
the two cities, lemon trees, a specialty of
Amalfi, were planted in Lemon Hill Park,
leading to its name.

Located in Saikazaki, this fishing
town has been immortalized in
Man'yo poetry.

The narrow alleyways winding from
the hilltop to the fishing port
resemble a maze, and the houses
clustered along the cliff are often
likened to the Amalfi Coast in Italy.
