Wakayama Castle was built in 1585 at the command of Toyotomi Hideyoshi, who would later unify Japan in
the Warring States period. In 1619, Yorinobu—10th son of Tokugawa Ieyasu, founder of the Edo Shogunate
that lasted over 260 years—became its lord. Today, it is celebrated as one of Japan’s most esteemed castles,
counted among the three with a linked keep design. The grounds boast about 450 cherry trees, making it a
popular flower-viewing spot. From late March to early April, a cherry blossom festival lights up the night
