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Most harmful bacteria and viruses can be destroyed with heat. As a rule of thumb, cook meat to a core temperature of 75°C for
at least one minute. Kitchen tools like cutting boards, knives, and cloths used for raw meat, fish, or eggs should be washed
with detergent and then disinfected—either with boiling water, bleach, or alcohol spray.

Foodborne bacteria thrive at temperatures
between 20°C and 50°C. Refrigerate
perishable items such as sashimi and other
raw ingredients as quickly as possible to
s t o p b a c t e r i a f r o m m u l t i p l y i n g .

Wash your hands thoroughly before cooking, as they can carry many
kinds of germs. Be careful to avoid cross-contamination—sanitize
cutting boards and utensils after handling raw meat or fish to prevent
contaminating foods eaten raw, like salads or fruit.
